Don Waters, our Caravan scout, has reach-
ed La Paz at the tip end of Baja California
Peninsula in Mexico. Right after the Cana-
dian tour this summer, Don took off with his
jeep and little Airstream trailer, headed south
a thousand miles below the border at Tijuana.
For several weeks, we did not hear from him
and began to think that Mexico had swallow-
ed him up. But not Don.

This road is the one built by the Jesuit
Padres in 1770, that Earl Stanley Gardner
calls “The Road of No Return.” Many books
have been written about this treacherous
highway through this wondrous land. They
all claim that no trailer could possibly get
over it, but Don did it with an Airstream.

Bill Kroll, trailerite from Key West,
Florida, writes: “The ferry to Cuba is run-
ning. It is not the boat originally built for
the Key West-Havana run, but rather a con-
verted LSM war surplus boat that runs from
Key West to Cardenas, which is nearer
Veradero Beach, The fare is $29.90 a car
and driver one way; extra passengers are
$7.50 each. The top clearance at the loading
dock is only 6" 6”, so 1 am not sure that they
could take a trailer unless some other load-
ing arrangements could be made.” We shall
check into this immediately, and possibly
we may be able to organize a short Caravan
to Cuba from Key West sometime in
December.

About next summer's trip to North Africa,
the Holy Land and Europe. We have spent
several days in Washington and find that we
will have trouble getting through Israel. The
Israelites are glad to have us, but the Arabs
are still ar war with Israel and will have no
truck with anyone who does business with
Israel. The only road, however, goes from
Egypt through Israel to Lebanon., From a
look at the map, it appears that there should
be a road direct from Israel to Jordan. Then
we would have to ferry over a portion of
the Red Sea. I am assured, however, thar
there is no such road, nor any such ferry.
We might induce our “Ambassadors of Good
Will” committee to get the Red Sea to
stand aside while we go through. I under-
stand that it was done once before. Other-
wise we might have to ship from Alexandria
to Beirut in Lebanon, then drive back
through Jordan to the Holy Land. It will be
2 history-making event to park our Caravan
at Bethichem or against the gates of Jeru-
salem.

I hear from some of our friends in Europe
that they got stuck going over-the Alpine
passes with their small European cars towing
trailers to the International Trailer Rally at
Innsbruck this summer. I recall that the
summer before last we went over the same
passes with a 24-horsepower Volkswagen
and a little Airstream trailer with no diffi-
culty whatsoever. Light weight is one of the
biggest factors in happy trailering.

Remember, the Mexican Caravan this year
moves south from “Pop” Rileys' ranch near
Phoenix on January 3rd and crosses the
border at Nogales, Jan. 7th. If you want to
go, write Marianne at the Los Angeles Air-
stream factory.

On the fifth the Knights will pull out
for Nogales, and on the seventh cross the
International Border into Nogales, So-
nora, off for what Wally calls, "A mil-
lionaire tour at pauper cost.”

A system of base encampments has
been worked out for this tour. The glam-
or spots of Guymas, San Blas, Mazatlan,
Guadalajara, Lake Patzcuaro, Cuernavacs,
Taxco, Acapuico and Mexico city will
each, in turn, provide semipermanent bases
and from them side trips by car, bus
and plane will be arranged to such color-
ful places as Oxaca, Tuxtla Gut.errez, the
